Answer

It is recommended that you complete your Associate of Arts (AA)
degree first, which typically takes about 2 years.

While you may apply to FSU prior to earning the AA, priority
admission is given to students in the Aspire Program who are
earning their AA. If you apply early, FSU will continue to use your
high school record and test scores as part of the admission decision.
While not guaranteed, completing the AA through the Aspire
Program and meeting the requirements for your intended major
makes you admissible to FSU. However, some specialized/limited-
access majors may have additional requirements.

FSU gives priority admission to students earning the AA degree (60
credits) through the Aspire Program, provided you are on track for
your intended major and meeting all program requirements.
